PLEASE FOLLOW THESE INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY BEFORE YOU DOWNLOAD ANY OF THE SOURCE CODE .

The first ZIP folder consists of the complete source code of the Project. You may download and save this zip anywhere on your hard drive. Do not rename the zip file because the name of the folder is very important. 

· PLEASE ENSURE THAT THE UNZIPPED FOLDER IS IN C:\ ONLY. After unzipping, you should have a folder by the name 'Project' in your C:\. This Project folder contains the source code / HTML pages and EXE programs. (This is mandatory). The project will not work if you unzip the Project.zip folder anywhere else on your hard drive. (In fact, the path c:\project\ … is used in one of our programs). Hence, abide with these instructions.

Incase, you double-click the Zip folder to unzip it, you would find Project unzipped in your Unzipped subdirectory (in C:\  ..where Winzip is copied)

You are required to have O'Reilly's Website server installed on your C drive along with Microsoft Visual C++ (5.0 or higher) to view and edit our original source code. We have provided the complete workspace of all our 6 programs. If, incase, you get a compiler error while compiling our workspaces in Visual C++, then do the following.

· Open the Unzipped Project folder.

· You will find a folder, by the name, CGIc.

· Open the folder. Copy the cgic.h header file to your Include subdirectory of Microsoft Visual Studio (MS VC++).( Else ,you could change the line # include<cgic.h> to 

# include "cgic.h" … if you do not want to copy the file to Include subdirectory)

· Remove the cgic.c program from the opened program workspace and add the 'cgic.c' program (MENU: Click Project | Add to Project | Files |…) that you may find in the CGIc folder of unzipped Project folder.

To add HTML pages on your Server.

We have used O'Reilly s Website Server. This server is to be installed in c:\ only.

You will find a folder, by the name of, ' htdocs'. Open the Project folder where you would find a folder, HTML PAGES.

COPY THE CONTENTS OF HTML PAGES FOLDER (& NOT THE html pages FOLDER) TO htdocs. Finally, you should have only HTML /GIF/ JPG files in htdocs and not the folder. 

To Add the EXE programs to your Website Server

Open the Project folder that you have unzipped. You would find a folder bearing the name, 'exec.'

Also, in your website subdirectory, you would find a folder by the name of ' cgi-shl '.

COPY THE CONTENTS OF exec FOLDER ( 5 exe programs) (& NOT THE exec FOLDER) TO cgi-shl. Finally, you should have only EXE files in cgi-shl and not the folder. 

To work with our programs, all you need to add 'cgic.h' to your Include subdirectory of Developer Studio (Visual C++).

You may open the workspace, if you want to, or just the C program. In this case, you would have to Add to Project, the cgic.c program provided in CGIc subfolder in the Project directory and change the project settings. Click PROJECT | SETTINGS | C/C++ and in the preprocessor directives, add NO_UNISTD.

Finally, the .dbf database files have been provided in the ' databasefiles ' folder of Project. Copy these files to your dBaseIII subdirectory. After this, setup the ODBC connection in your Control Panel (Choose ODBC 32bit).

The DSN names and Indexes have already been provided in the documentation. Still, for your reference, we are providing you with the same.
